Old Testament Reading | Exodus 12.1-14 

[1] The LORD said to Moses and Aaron in the land of Egypt, [2] “This month shall be for you the 
beginning of months. It shall be the first month of the year for you. [3] Tell all the congregation of 
Israel that on the tenth day of this month every man shall take a lamb according to their fathers’ 
houses, a lamb for a household. [4] And if the household is too small for a lamb, then he and his 
nearest neighbor shall take according to the number of persons; according to what each can eat 
you shall make your count for the lamb. [5] Your lamb shall be without blemish, a male a year old. 
You may take it from the sheep or from the goats, [6] and you shall keep it until the fourteenth 
day of this month, when the whole assembly of the congregation of Israel shall kill their lambs at 
twilight. 

[7] “Then they shall take some of the blood and put it on the two doorposts and the lintel of the 
houses in which they eat it. [8] They shall eat the flesh that night, roasted on the fire; with 
unleavened bread and bitter herbs they shall eat it. [9] Do not eat any of it raw or boiled in water, 
but roasted, its head with its legs and its inner parts. [10] And you shall let none of it remain until 
the morning; anything that remains until the morning you shall burn. [11] In this manner you shall 
eat it: with your belt fastened, your sandals on your feet, and your staff in your hand. And you 
shall eat it in haste. It is the LORD’s Passover. [12] For I will pass through the land of Egypt that 
night, and I will strike all the firstborn in the land of Egypt, both man and beast; and on all the gods 
of Egypt I will execute judgments: I am the LORD. [13] The blood shall be a sign for you, on the 
houses where you are. And when I see the blood, I will pass over you, and no plague will befall you 
to destroy you, when I strike the land of Egypt.

Ministry of the Word |  You Shall Love Your Neighbor As Yourself 

Rev. Benjamin Wheeler 

Sermon Text | Matthew 18.10-20 

[10] “See that you do not despise one of these little ones. For I tell you that in heaven their angels 
always see the face of my Father who is in heaven. [12] What do you think? If a man has a 
hundred sheep, and one of them has gone astray, does he not leave the ninety-nine on the 
mountains and go in search of the one that went astray? [13] And if he finds it, truly, I say to you, 
he rejoices over it more than over the ninety-nine that never went astray. [14] So it is not the will 
of my Father who is in heaven that one of these little ones should perish. 

[15] “If your brother sins against you, go and tell him his fault, between you and him alone. If he 
listens to you, you have gained your brother. [16] But if he does not listen, take one or two others 
along with you, that every charge may be established by the evidence of two or three witnesses. 
[17] If he refuses to listen to them, tell it to the church. And if he refuses to listen even to the 
church, let him be to you as a Gentile and a tax collector. [18] Truly, I say to you, whatever you 
bind on earth shall be bound in heaven, and whatever you loose on earth shall be loosed in 
heaven. [19] Again I say to you, if two of you agree on earth about anything they ask, it will be 
done for them by my Father in heaven. [20] For where two or three are gathered in my name, 
there am I among them.”
